1. Thinkfinity, www.thinkfinity.com; This website, is funded and maintained by the Verizon Foundation’s literacy, education and technology initiatives.  At this site, there are materials for teachers, students, parents and those who need help after school hours.  There are also great interactive games for all subject areas and myriad ideas for lesson and unit plans.  I really liked the ideas about virtual field trips, and recipe creations.  Furthermore, this site has so many helpful tools for students.  There is a literary glossary, an essay map, and a program that helps students to write letters in the correct format.  I will definitely be able to use this web-site as a tool, and will be sure to pass along information regarding this site to fellow educators.
2. Primary Games, www.primarygames.com; This site is all about games for grammar school students.  It has an incredible amount of games in all subject areas.  Ever since finding the site, I have started using the worksheets that they provide for writing letters and numbers.  I am currently working with a learning disabled student, and I think that she is really going to like all of the games and activities that this site has to offer.
